We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities, the business-type
activities, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the Village of Seneca, Ilinois, as
of and for the year ended March 31, 2006, which collectively comprise the Village’s basic financial statements
as listed in the table of contents. These financial statements are the responsibility of the Village's management.
Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of
America. Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about
whether the financial statements are free of material misstatement. An audit includes examining, on a test
basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also includes
assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating
the overall financial statement presentation. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our

opinion.

As described in Note A of the Notes to Financial Statements, the Village prepares its government-wide
financial statements on the modified cash basis, and its fund financial statements on the cash basis, which are
comprehensive bases of accounting other than accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of

America,

In our opinion, the financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material respects, the respective
financial position of the governmental activities, the business-type activities, each major fund, and the
aggregate remaining fund information of the Village of Seneca, Illinois as of March 31, 2006 and the
respective changes in financial position and cash flows, where applicable, thereof for the year then ended on the

bases of accounting described in Note A.

Such information has been
subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic financial statements and, in our opinion, is
fairly stated, in all material respects, in relation to the basic financial statements taken as a whole.

The Village of Sencca, Illinois’ (the “Village”) management discussion and analysis (MD&A) 1s generally
intended to (1) assist the reader in focusing on significant financial issues, (2) provide an overview of the
Village’s financial activities, (3) identify changes in the Village’s financial position (its ability to meet future
financial demands and conditions), (4) identify any material deviations from the governmental unit’s financial
plan {(approved budget), and (5} identify individual fund issues or concerns.

Our discussion and analysis of the Village of Seneca’s financial performance provides an overview of the

Village’s financial activities for the fiscal year ended March 31, 2006. Please read it in conjunction with the
Village’s financial statements, which begin on page 11.

GOVERNMENTAL FINANCTAL HIGHLIGHTS FOR FY2006

= The Village’s governmental assets exceeded its liabilities at the close of the fiscal year by $2,584,228 (net
assets). Of this amount $1,411,188 (unrestricted net assets) may be used to meet the Village’s ongoing

obligations.
= The Village’s governmental total net assets increased by $363,203 during fiscal year 2006 as reported in the

statement of activities.
= The Village’s governmental major revenue consisted of $739,369 in other tax revenues and $514,477 in

property fax revenues.
s As of the close of fiscal year 2006, the Village’s governmental funds reported combined ending fumd

balances of $1,520,329, an increase of $230,567 in comparison to the prior year.

BUSINESS-TYPE FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS FOR FY2006

» The Village’s business-type assets exceeded its Habilities at the close of the fiscal year by $3,764,104 (net

assets).
» The Village’s business-type net assets decreased by $49,245 during fiscal year 2006 as reported in the

statement of activities.
» The Village’s major business-type revenue consisted of $502,420 in charges for services.

OVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

This document serves as an introduction to the Village’s basic financial statements. There are three components
to the basic financial statements — government-wide financial statements, fund financial statements, and notes to
the financial statements. This report also contains required supplementary and other supplementary

information.

GOVERNMENT-WIDE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

These are designed to provide readers with a broad overview of the Village’s finances, in @ manner similar to
private-sector business, using the modified cash basis of accounting.

The statement of net assets presents information on all of the Village’s assets and liabilities, with the difference
between the two reported as net assets. Over time, increases or decreases in net asscts may serve as a useful
indicator of improvements or deterioration of the financial position of the Village.

The statement of activities presents information that shows how the Village’s net assets changed during the
most recent fiscal year. All changes in net assets are reported as soon as cash flows occur.

These statements highlight the functions of the Village that are principally supported by taxes and
intergovernmental revenues (governmental activities). The governmental activities of the Village include
general government, public safety, highways and streets, health and welfare, and culture and recreation, There
are two business-type activities accounted for by the Village, the water and sewer utilitics.

The government-wide financial statements can be found on pages 11 and 12 of this report.

Fund Financial Statements

A fund is a grouping of related accounts that is used to maintain control over resources that have been
segregated for specific activities or objectives. The Village, like other state and local governments, uses fund
accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance with finance-related legal requirements.

Governmental funds. Governmental funds are used to account for essentially the same functions reported as
governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements. The governmental fund financial
statements are reported on the cash basis of accounting

Because the focus of governmental funds is narrower than that of the government-wide financial statements, it
is useful to compare the information presented for governmental funds with similar information presented for
governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements. By doing so, readers may better
understand the long-term impact of the Village’s near-term financial decisions. Both the governmental funds
statement of assets, Habilities and fund balances and the governmental funds statement of cash receipts, cash
disbursements and changes in fund balances provide a reconciliation to facilitate this comparison between
governmental funds and governmental activities.

The Village maintains some 16 individual governmental funds and 2 business type funds. Information is
presented separately in the governmental funds statement of assets, liabilities and fund balance and in the
governmental funds statement of cash receipts, cash disbursements, and changes in fund balances for major
governmental funds, (the General Fund). All other non-major governmental funds are combined and presented
in one column. Individual fund data for each of the non-major governmental funds is provided in the form of
combining statements elsewhere in this report. The governmental fund financial statements can be found on

pages 13 — 16 of this report.

Proprietary Fund. Proprietary funds provide the same type of information as the government-wide financial
statements. The Village maintains two proprietary funds, the Waterworks Fund and Sewerage Fund, which are
in the form of an enterprise fund.

The proprietary fund financial statements provide separate information for the Waterworks Fund and Sewerage
Fund, considered to be major funds of the Village. The proprietary funds financial statements can be found on
pages 17 — 19 of this report.

Notes to the Financial Statements
These provide additional information that is essential to gaining a full understanding of the data provided in the
government-wide and fund financial statements. The Notes to the Financial Statements can be found on pages

20 — 40 of this report.

Required Supplementary Information

This information addresses the Village’s budgetary comparison schedule, and the IMRF (Illinois Municipal
Retirement Fund), Schedule of Funding Progress. The Village adopts an annual appropriated budget for its
General Fund, Special Revenue Funds, Capital Projects Funds, and Enterprise Funds. A budgetary comparison
schedule has been provided for the General Fund (the Village’s only major governmental fund) to demonstrate
compliance with this budget. The pension schedules have been provided to present the Village’s progress in
funding its obligation to provide pension benefits to Village employees through the IMRF system. Required
supplementary information can be found on pages 41 — 42 of this report.

Other Supplementary Information

Combining statements as discussed earlier in connection with non-major governmental funds are presented
immediately following the required supplementary information on pensions on pages 43 — 48 of this report. The
Village has also elected to include a statement of cash receipts and a statement of cash disbursements compared
with budgeted amounts for the General Fund (pages 50 — 53), a statement of cash disbursements compared with
appropriated amounts for the Special Revenue Funds (page 54 — 55), a statement of cash disbursements for the
Debt Service Funds (page 56) and a statement of cash disbursements compared with appropriated amounts for
the Capital Projects Fund (page 57), and a statement of cash disbursements compared with budgeted amounts
for the Waterworks and Sewerage Funds (pages 58 — 39).

Net assets of the Village’s governmental activities increased 16.35% or $363,203 ($2,221,025 compared to
$2,584,228). Of the increase, $180,162 represents the amount by which unrestricted net assets increase. This is
the part of net assets that can be used to finance day-to-day operations of the Village.

Net assets of the Village’s business-type activities decreased 1.29% or $49,245 ($3,813,349 compared to
$3,764,104). The Village generally can only use these net assets fo finance the continuing operations of the
water and sewer utilities.

Program revenues were generated from charges for services (which includes water and sewer charges,
ambulance fees, various local and county fines, pool and park user fees and miscellaneous licenses, permits,
and fees), an IEMA grant (to compensate the Village for expenses incurred in implementing plans and programs
to deal with the possibility of a nuclear accident), a Department of Natural Resources grant (to provide the
Village with financial assistance for the acquisition, construction, and expansion/rehabilitation of public boat
and canoe access on Tllinois’ lakes and rivers), and miscellaneous donations. General revenues were generated
from local property taxes, other taxes (consisting of income tax, sales tax, use tax, motor fuel tax, replacement
tax, utility taxes, and telecommunications tax), interest and miscellancous.

The Village’s total revenues decreased by approximately $500,000, while expenditures remained virtually
unchanged. This decrease in revenues resulted mainly from the insurance reimbursement received in fiscal year
2005 for the fire and complete destruction of the Village’s maintenance building in 2003.

FINANCIAL ANALYSIS OF THE VILLAGE’S MAJOR FUNDS
The Village uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance with finance-related legal

requirements.

Governmental Funds
The focus of the Village’s governmental funds is to provide information on near-term inflows, outflows, and

balances of spendable resources. Such information is useful in assessing the Village’s financing requirements.
In particular, unreserved fund balances may serve as a useful measure of a government’s net resources available
for spending at the end of the fiscal year.

Budgetary Highlights
The Village's budget is prepared according to Illinois law and is based on accounting for certain transactions on

a cash basis of accounting. A budget to actual schedule is provided as required supplementary information for
the General Fund. A budget to actual schedule is provided for the Special Revenue and Capital Projects funds
on a more detailed basis as part of other supplementary information.

CAPITAL ASSET AND LONG-TERM DEBT ACTIVITY

Capital Assets
The Village's investment in capital assets for its governmental activities at year end totaled $1,789,908 (net of

accumulated depreciation) and business-type activities at year end totaled $4,169,133 (net of accumulated
depreciation). This investment in capital assets includes land, buildings, equipment, vehicles, other
improvements, and infrastructure such as streets, water and sewer. There were $139,094 of capital asset
additions recorded during the year and $349,723 of depreciation charges were expensed on the total capital
assets. See footnote C for details of capital assets.
